Middle River's Parade of Lighted Boats will be happening Saturday, November 29, 2008. You'll notice in the upcoming market-
ing it's the same exact route as last year. Same restaurant viewing locations and same public viewing area at Wilson Point 
Park, keep an eye out for more details in The Avenue in early October.  
 
To ensure we have as many boats as years 1 through 4 (16 - 20 boats each year) instead of the only 7 boats that showed up 
for last year's 5-year anniversary, this year we have individual scout troops and other youth programs from local churches, 
schools, and PAL centers designing the decorations for boats that don't have the manpower to decorate, but want to have their 
boat in the parade. So...we're looking for boats to get decorated. In other words the boat owner commits to driving the boat in 
the parade while the youth teams have fun designing and installing the decorations on the owner's boats around various 
themes and competing amongst the other youth design teams. So...being in the parade will be as hassle-free as possible for 
boat owners and lots of fun for local youth. 
 
Besides marking the date on the calendar, if anyone has a boat to register, or any Christmas lights from their home's holiday 
decoration supply that we can borrow for the parade and promptly return on Nov 30th in time for their house decorating plans, 
we greatly appreciate it.  
 
So far we have LOTS of youth teams working on design efforts, but not enough boat owners that aren't hauling out their boats 
before the parade.

USPS courses available to members:   

 

ADVANCED GRADE COURSES: 

Five Advanced Grade courses are offered by USPS.  They 
are designed to be taken in sequence because each 
builds on skills taught in the previous course. 

Seamanship covers basic deck seamanship, marlinspike 
(knots and ropes), anchoring and rafting, basic boat 
care and maintenance, and nautical and USPS cus-
toms and etiquette. 

Piloting is the first and most basic navigation course, cov-
ering chart reading, course plotting, and basic coastal 
or inland navigation, including basic GPS usage.  This 
course goes into more detail than the charting infor-
mation covered in the public courses. 

Advanced Piloting covers more advanced coastal navi-
gation techniques, navigation in tides and currents, 
and more advanced GPS usage. 

Junior Navigation teaches the basics of offshore naviga-
tion, including basic celestial navigation using the sun 
and offshore course planning. 

Navigation is the most advanced navigation course taught 
by USPS, covering more advanced celestial naviga-
tion techniques, emergency navigation, and additional 
sight reduction techniques. 

ELECTIVE COURSES: 

Six Elective Courses are offered by USPS.  They cover 
separate and independent topics and therefore may be 
taken in any order according to a member’s interests and 
time. 

Engine Maintenance covers the operating principles and 
basic care and maintenance of outboard and inboard 
engines, including diesels. 

Marine Electronics covers installation and maintenance 
of both boat electrical systems (AC and DC) and ma-
rine electronics (VHF radio, radar. GPS. Etc.). 

Cruise Planning covers topics of interest for someone 
planning a cruise--whether for just a weekend or for a 
year--including preparation and planning, anchoring, 
security, chartering, and cruising outside the US. 

Weather covers weather forecasting and reading weather 
patterns on-board. 

Sail covers everything from the basic elements of how a 
sailboat works to sail trim, rig tuning, and sailboat rac-
ing. 

Instructor Development teaches effective communication 
skills for not only USPS instructors but everyone, cov-
ering various methods of presenting information to 
others, effective use of audiovisual aids (including 
PowerPoint), etc.
